“Eco-fashion doesn’t have
to be lacking in style, and is dedicated to fulfilling the Eco-Diva in
all of us.” Launched in May, the Los Angeles-based company uses
recycled nylon and Xtra Life Lycra to create its line of bikinis and
monokinis that are also supposed to last three times longer than
the average swimsuits. The recycled nylon also uses 27 percent less
natural petroleum resources and emits 28 percent less greenhouse
gases. Taking inspiration from fashion havens around the world,
Eco-Panda has a multitude of prints and shapes, with the current
design collections — including Montego Bay, Tokyo Station and
Marrakech — inspired by their namesake. For those who prefer
a runway-worthy look, Eco-Panda revealed a couture line at its
launch party last month at the Hard Rock Hotel in San Diego. As
aforerunner of innovation and conservation, Eco-Panda has plans
to introduce a recycled denim line in the fall, as well as expand
internationally in the future.
